ITINERARY
MARCH 26
Your pilgrimage begins as you depart the United 
States on your international flight.

MARCH 27
You will be welcomed to the Holy Land by our repre-
sentative and taken to your hotel in the Tel Aviv area.  
There you will have dinner and overnight.

MARCH 28
You’ll begin your day with a drive along the coast of 
the Mediterranean Sea to Caesarea by the Sea.  There 
you’ll see the Roman ruins of the great Theater and 
Aqueduct, as well as the Crusader city later built on 
this site.  This is the place where Paul left for his final 
missionary journey.  You’ll continue to Mt. Carmel 
where Elijah confronted the prophets of Baal.  Next 
you’ll travel to Megiddo, also known as Armaged-
don.  This is the place where Christians believe the 
final great battle of the world will be fought.  You’ll 
travel to Nazareth where the angel appeared to Mary 
to announce that she would be the mother of God’s 
Son.  This is also the place where Jesus spent His 
childhood years.  From there you’ll drive through 
Cana where Jesus performed His first miracle as you 
proceed to Tiberias for dinner and overnight.  

MARCH 29
Today you’ll begin with a boat ride across the Sea of 
Galilee where you’ll stop for a devotional service.  
You’ll then visit Kibbutz Ginosar where you’ll see 
the ancient boat from the time of Jesus.  You’ll contin-
ue to the Road to Damascus where Paul had his con-

version experience.  Next you’ll visit Caesarea Philli-
pi at the foot of Mount Hermon, the ancient Roman 
city where Peter first confessed Jesus as the Son of the 
living God.  You’ll travel on to Tabgha the site of the 
miracle of the multiplication of the loaves and fishes.  
From there you’ll continue your tour with a visit to 
the hills above the Sea where you find the Mount of 
Beatitudes.  It was here that Jesus gave us the beauti-
ful words from Matthew’s gospel.  You’ll finish your 
day at Capernaum, the area where Jesus spent most 
of His ministry, and then return to your hotel in Tibe-
rias for dinner and overnight.

MARCH 30
Today you’ll begin with a drive to see the Roman ru-
ins at Beit Shean, which was continuously inhabited 
for 5000 years.  From there you’ll continue to Zippori, 
not far from Nazareth and a center of learning during 
the time of Jesus.  You’ll see the beautiful mosaics and 
get a feel for the area where Jesus grew up.  You’ll end 
your day with a Baptism Service at the Jordan River 
before you return to your hotel for dinner and over-
night. 

MARCH 31
This morning you’ll travel along the Jordan Valley 
on your way to Masada, the amazing moutain-top 
fortress built by Herod and site of the final battle in 
the Jewish Rebellion against the Romans.  After your 
visit there, you’ll drive along the Dead Sea, passing 
the springs of Ein Gedi on your way to visit Qumran 
where the Dead Sea Scrolls were discovered.  You’ll 
finish your day with a drive through the Judean Wil-
derness on your way up to Jerusalem for dinner and 
overnight.

APRIL 01
Today’s tour begins at the Mount of Olives where 
we’ll see a breathtaking panoramic view of the Old 
City of Jerusalem.  We’ll view the Temple Mount 
with the Dome of the Rock Mosque at the center of 
the picture, as well as other sites of interest in and 
near the Old City.  We’ll walk a part of the Palm Sun-
day Road to the Garden of Gethsemane where Jesus 
went with the disciples on the final night before His 
crucifixion  There we’ll visit the Church of All Na-
tions and the garden with its ancient olive trees.  Next 
we’ll go to Mount Zion where we’ll see the Upper 
Room and King David’s Tomb.  From there we’ll go 
to the House of Caiaphas where Jesus was impris-
oned for a night.  Finally, we’ll return to our hotel for 
dinner and overnight.

APRIL 02
Our day will begin with a visit to the Western Wall, 
the place most precious for Jews around the world.  
We’ll walk through the tunnel that goes under the 
streets of today with pavement from the time of Jesus.  
You’ll continue from there to the Pool of Bethesda 
where Jesus healed the crippled man.  We’ll sing a 
hymn in the Church of St. Anne before we begin our 
walk down the Via Dolorosa, following the path Je-
sus took to the cross.  We’ll visit the Church of the 
Holy Sepulcher and walk through the fascinating 
Arab market.  We’ll tour the Jewish Quarter where 
we’ll see the Roman Cardo and other sites of interest.  
At the end of our visit there, we’ll return to our hotel 
for dinner and overnight.

APRIL 03
We’ll begin our day with a drive to Bethlehem where 

we’ll visit the Nativity Church and see Manger 
Square.  On our way to the church we’ll view the 
Shepherd’s Field where the angels appeared to the 
shepherds to announce the birth of Jesus.  Today we’ll 
go to Yad Vashem, the memorial to the Holocaust 
victims.  Nearby, we’ll visit the Israel Museum which 
houses the Dead Sea Scrolls.  We’ll view the Israeli 
Knesset, seat of the Israeli Parliament and govern-
ment offices, and finish the day with a tour of the 
Model of First Century Jerusalem before returning 
to your hotel  for dinner and overnight.

APRIL 04
Today we’ll finish our visit in the Holy Land with a 
very special service of Communion at the Garden 
Tomb.  We’ll return to the hotel for our Farewell Din-
ner and overnight.

APRIL 05
We’ll have an early breakfast before proceeding to the 
airport for our return flight to the USA.  We’ll arrive 
home filled with new insights and understanding of 
the life and land of Jesus.



Israel is a destination like no other – there are so many 
layers of interest in this tiny country!  Not only does one find 
millennia of history there, but also diverse beauty of landscape 
from the fertile, lush Galilee area to the desert hills; beautiful 
Mount Hermon in the north where the springs that form the Jor-
dan River originate to the Dead Sea (the lowest point on earth) 
at the southern end of that river; coastal plains to the desert hills 
and the fertile Jordan Valley; mountain ranges to deep valleys.  
There are fascinating geological formations and four bodies of 
water: the Mediterranean Sea, the Red Sea, the Dead Sea, and 
the Sea of Galilee (a fresh-water lake).  It’s possible to snow ski 
on Mt. Hermon in the morning and water ski in the Mediterra-
nean that afternoon!  There are Roman ruins and archaeological 
excavations that reveal ancient civilizations in amazing detail, 
and enable us to understand the past in a way that no amount of 
reading and studying can ever begin to provide.

And then when you add the layer of the faith component to all of 
this, you have a travel experience that surpasses all others.  Visit 
places you’ve known about from your earliest days of reading 
the Bible.  You begin to realize that to your faith is rooted in 
archaeology and history, and was lived out by real people who 
walked in this land.  A visit to Israel enhances your understand-
ing and appreciation of your faith as no other travel experience 
can do.  Don’t miss out on the opportunity to spend time in this 
amazing land.
